In 2018 he joined Exigence vocal ensemble, a professional ensemble with selected singers
of different nationalities to represent equality and inclusion through their repertoire,
conducted by Dr. Eugene Rogers. In 2020 he also founded Los Bordershop Quartet, the
first binational barbershop quartet that seeks to represent Mexico and USA with barbershop
repertoire in Spanish and English.

As a clinician, he has given many choral conducting and composition workshops in Cuba,
USA, Argentina, Ecuador, Costa Rica, Germany, and Mexico.

In 2017, he was chosen to represent Mexico at the International Exchange Program of the
